Fiona Harris  was the first woman to 
play competitively for SWCC in 2002.  She still plays for S WCC when she can. John Smith  
first played for SWCC in 1946 and retired in 1963 at the age of 35.  He lived  in Chelmsford  
before he passed away in 2009 .  He is the tallest of the team in many of the clubhouse 
photos of the 1950s and 60s.  
 

Academician of the  Year  is awarded to the academy player w ho has made the strongest 
commitment to his or her own development and to the work of the Academy  and Club.  It 
may be related to the ÒClubman of the YearÓ award for each age group.  
 

Jack Petchey Awards  are given for  outstanding personal achievement.  Winners receive a  
certificate, a medallion and £2 00 to be spent on the club.
