
  

 John Wiseman took over 

the Presidency of the club 

in 1961.  He presided over 

the opening of the new pa-

vilion in 1962  Twenty 

years later, in 1981, son 

Hugh took over and is still 

going strong. Four more 

years and he will be the 

longest serving President in 

the club’s history, eclipsing 

Jos Lecand Taylor who 

served from the club’s es-

tablishment in 1859 until 

1890.  Although the bad 

news is that he did serve 

for the 3 years leading up 

to the formation of the 

club.  Altogether that 

makes 35 years on the trot. 

The Wiseman era has seen 

the dawn of league cricket, 

the maturing of the Anglo 

American Playing Fields as 

one of the finest venues for 

cricket in the country, the 

winning of the National Club 

Championship in 2002 and 

the emergence of our Acad-

emy in 2005. 

Indeed it is the quality of the 

playing surface that has led to 

the other achievements and 

it is in no small measure due 

to the care and attention of 

the Wiseman family.  Their 

farming expertise has been 

applied on many occasions to  

cut, roll, treat and nurture
